PROGRAMME HIGHLIGHTS

5-days – 25 teaching hours – 5 hours per day – 4 ECTS credits.
Innovative learning approaches beyond traditional leadership theory that
encourage authenticity, action, and the courage to seek one’s true leadership
identity (Emergence play).
Human Centered Design Thinking (HCDT) – innovation method originally defined
by the consulting company IDEO applied to a real existing problem.
Local real-life company mission.
Coach with 10-years of international consulting experience.
Extracurricular cultural activities.

WHAT WILL YOU LEARN?

Human Centered Design Thinking (HCDT) is an innovation method that makes
an essential ‘detour’ called EMPATHY to explore the needs of people involved in
a problem, or being capable to provide inspiration to solve the problem before

jumping to the solution of the problem. During this programme Human
Centred Design Thinking will be applied to a local real-life company mission. 

The programme has also a strong focus on personal development and soft skills.
It aims to stimulate people-centered leadership based on students’ awareness
of their personal strengths, morals and unique qualities. It allows students to
develop their personal leadership potential and better access their creative

potential in their professional and personal life.

Look beyond the surface of a problem and identify its true source.
Take an authentic and empathy-based perspective on a problem.
Become aware of your unique leadership qualities and areas of improvement.
Be an authentic and people-centred leader.
Engage creatively with one’s environment.
Select, create and use qualitative research methods for innovation purposes.
Select and apply creativity techniques appropriately.
Generate powerful and innovative solutions.

5-days – 25 teaching hours – 5 hours per day – 4 ECTS credits.
Interdisciplinary approach: In-depth exploration of the main pillars of sustainability,
including energy conservation, sustainable transport, sustainable diets and waste
management.
Use of innovative teaching methods to encourage a profound change in people's
understanding of and approach to sustainability issues.
Practical application : Implementation of concrete solutions to meet sustainability
challenges, by integrating theoretical knowledge into real contexts.
Extracurricular activities.

Integrate interdisciplinary knowledge to understand the role of consumer
behaviour in shaping patterns of consumption and their impact on sustainability.
Analyse the interplay between social, economic, and environmental factors in
sustainability.
Apply transformative and collaborative learning techniques to personal
sustainability behaviours.
Evaluate existing practices and policies in sustainability domains.
Develop practical skills for implementing sustainable practices.
Formulate a personal action plan for sustainable living.

TRANSFORMATIVE PATHWAYS

This interdisciplinary course integrates transformative learning methodologies
to delve deeply into key pillars of sustainability, including energy conservation,

sustainable travel and transportation, or sustainable diets and waste
management. Through critical analysis, scholarly discourse, and practical
application, engage with complex sustainability challenges, developing a

nuanced understanding of their social, economic, and environmental
dimensions. This course equips participants with the knowledge, skills, and

mindset necessary to enact meaningful change in their personal lives,
professional endeavors, and broader communities.
